2.2 travel over technical ground using basic rope techniques.
2.3 design and implement basic rock anchor systems such as bolts, pitons, wedges, and camming
devices used for lowering and raising injured individuals on technical ground.
2.4 participate in the lowering down and raising up of an injured individual over technical ground.
2.5 evacuate an injured individual over non-technical multi-terrain.
