PREREQUISITE: PER 170 
 
COURSE DESCRIPTION    
The student will apply the skills and understanding developed in Beginning Resistance Training in a more 
advanced program. Must have a sufficient period of time to develop a structural foundation before taking 
this course and a strong understanding of muscle groups. 
 
1. COURSE GOAL 

The student will take the skills and understanding acquired in beginning resistance training  and 
apply them in a  program while testing and measuring progress at specified intervals.

 Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will be able to: 

2.1 demonstrate proper technique in a prescribed number of lifts. 
2.2    demonstrate the ability to test and measure progress in the weight room.    
2.3    demonstrate the ability to follow an advanced, progressive, resistance training program. 
2.4    identify muscle pain versus muscle burn.

6. STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES
