General Education Course: C (Ethnic, Race, Gender Awareness)

PREREQUISITE: None

NOTE: This course is not designed for native Spanish speakers or students with intermediate proficiency or better.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Basic communication skills with emphasis on oral communication and elementary grammar. Students are exposed to

the culture and traditions of the Spanish-speaking countries. Fulfills the first semester foreign language requirement
at most four-year institutions.
