COURSE DESCRIPTION

Introduction to Tribal languages. Students will learn vocabulary, basic grammatical structures, useful phrases and
sentences related to daily life.

1.1 Develop a solid foundation for listening and speaking basic words and phrases used in Tribal
languages.

2.2 process and replicate oral information at low novice level.
2.3 produce limited memorized material in simple statements or questions.
2.4 demonstrate understandable pronunciation skills when speaking.
2.5 recognize and explain everyday cultural patterns.
2.6 present and articulate personal information.
2.7 act appropriately in common everyday situations.
